Toddler Program (Walking – 3 years)

Montessori ONE’s academic program runs from August through July of each year. The annual tuition is divided 
and billed in 12 equal monthly payments. The registration fee reserves your space in the program and is not part 
of the total tuition. A $100 discount is applied if annual tuition is paid in full. For absences exceeding 30 days a 
vacation rate is available.

Requests for a change in program option must be submitted in writing and are subject to availability.
Tuition fees are due by the 10th day of every month. The first payment is due on the first day of school attending. 
If payment is not made by the 10th day of each month, a $50 late fee will be charged to your account. A 30 day 
written notice is required if you decide to withdraw your child from Montessori ONE Academy.
